km northwest of the Sino Soviet border rail

crossing. Borzva is the largest urban complex
berween Chita and the border and serves as g
rail center for the area. The complexis served
by three spurs of the Chita-Otpor line of the
I'rans-Siberian railroad and by a probably hard
surface. all-weather road to points north and
south. The apparent intermingling of civilian
and military activity in Borzva precludes deter-
mining the extent of ground force military bil-
leting. Such a determination is further compli-
cated by the presence of some Borzva NW air-
field support facilities situated on the western
edge of the city.
