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SUMMARY

This Barracks Area is located 4 kilometers
(km) south of the Omsk Southwest Airfield and
2 km southwest of the railroad bridge over the
Irtysh River (Figure 1). The installation is lo-
cated on a rail spur from the Kulomzino Rail-
road Station and Yards which serves the Omsk
POL storage facility at Kulomzino Harbor on
the Irtysh River. The installation is served by
urban streets.

The barracks area covers 50 acres and
