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FOREWORD

1. Purpose and Scope

The FEconomic Inielligence Statistical Handbook,
1972 provides statistics on the economies of the
Communist countries and selected non-Communist
countries. The coverage has been expanded, new
tables and graphics have been added, and the
format has been revised to make possible more
explicit comparisons.

In general, the data in the Handbook are for
1960, 1965, 1970, and 1971. A summary table is
presented for the Kuropean Community, Eastern
Europe, and India. The data for Mongolia, be-
cause of their scarcity, are presented in a sum-
mary table but, in general, are not included in
the individual commodity or aggregative tables.
The graphics are designed for use as visual aids.
Footnotes have been used liberally to give defi-
nitions, exceptions, and methodology. Footnotes
to the commodity tables give more detailed defi-
nitions of the data than those appearing for the
commodities on the summary table.

2. Rounding of the Totals

The totals have been rounded, with some ex-
ceptions, to three significant digits. In general,
zeros appearing after the last nonzero number
following the decimal point are not significant
but are used merely for consistency in presenta-
tion, and, because of rounding, components may
not add to the totals shown. Totals arc not pre-
sented if missing data are believed to represent a
significant part of the total.

3. Symbols

The abbreviation N.A. (not available) is used
when information about the existence of the data
or the magnitude of the data is not available, and
the abbreviation Negl. (negligible) is used when
the magnitude of the data is less than half of the
final unit employed for each table. The metric
system is used throughout.

4. Classification of Dala

The overall classification of the ITandbook is
SECRET/NO FOREIGN DISSEM. The classi-

fied data are indicated by an asterisk (*). Tables
in which all of the data are classified have been
identified accordingly. Classified data, however,
frequently occur on the reverse of the page, and,
therefore, caution should be exercised if pages are
removed from this publication.

5. Sources

The data given for the most recent years are
frequently preliminary and subject to revision.
The data for the Communist countries are esti-
mates of this Office, official data from the country
cited, or estimates made by other organizations.
The data for the non-Communist countries are
from publications of the United Nations and the
Organization for Economic Cooperation and De-
velopment (OECD), are from unclassified publi-
cations of other international organizations or
individual countries, or are estimates of this
Office.

6. Terms

Unless otherwise indicated, the term Communist
Couniries includes the USSR, the countries of
Eastern FEurope, China, North Korea, North
Vietnam, Albania, Cuba, and Yugoslavia; the
term FEastern Europe includes Bulgaria, Czecho-
slovakia, East Germany, Hungary, Poland, and
Romania. The term NATO includes the United
States, Belgium, Canada, Denmark, France,
Greece, Iceland, Italy, Luxembourg, the Nether-
lands, Norway, Portugal, Turkey, the United
Kingdom, and West Germany. The term FEuro-
pean Community includes Belgium, France, Italy,
Luxembourg, the Netherlands, and West Ger-
many. The term developed countries includes Aus-
tria, Belgium, Denmark, Finland, France, Iceland,
Ireland, Italy, Liechtenstein, Luxembourg, Nor-
way, the Netherlands, Sweden, Switzerland, the
United Kingdom, West Germany, Australia, Can-
ada, Japan, New Zealand, South Africa, and the
United States. The term Organization for Eco-
nomic Cooperation and Development includes Greece,
Portugal, Spain, Turkey, and all the developed
countries, except Liechtenstein, New Zealand,
and South Africa. The term less developed countries
includes the following non-Communist countries:

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(1) all countries of Africa except the Republic of
South Africa, (2) all countries of East Asiz. except
Japan, (3) Portugal and Spain in Europe, (4) all
countries in Latin America, and (5) all countries
in the Middle East and South Asia.

Total Soviet gross national product (GNP) and the various end uses were converted 1o dollars
not by the official rate of exchange but ty the average purchasing power ratio of the dollar and the ruble calculated from
actual or estima?ted prices paid for varicus goods and services in the two economies. For GNP as a whole and for each
end use compodent of GNP, these average ratios (ruble-dollar ratios) were estimated by weighting individual price
ratios by both QS and Soviet expenditure weights. The geometric mean of the US weighted and Soviet weighted ratios
was then used for the conversion of Soviet values into dollars.

The magnithdes for the Soviet end use components were calculated to measure quantity of output compared with
the United States but not the cost in resources. The share of total economic resources devoted to a particular end use or
the share of tota%l output originating in an individual sector (for example, agriculture or industry) in the USSR should
be measured in internal ruble prices and costs. Agriculture alone, for example, used 30% of the labor force, or 38 million
people, as a result of the inefficiency of that sector in the USSR.

The adjusted end uses of GNP are defined as follows:

(1) Consumption comprises personal expenditures for goods and services for all purposes and noninvestment
outlays by government for goods and searvices for health and education. (The personal consumption expenditures for
the United States are $615.8 billion.)

(2) Inves;tment is defined (a) fo* both the United States and the USSR as the sum of expenditures for gross
private domestic investment net of inventories; for public construction other than that for defense facilities; for equip-
ment purchased by the government ex:ept that for defense; and for defense stockpiling and defense-production ex-
pansion; and (b){for the United States, £s also including expenditures by state and loeal government for development of
atomic energy. QThe gross private domestic investment for the United States is $135.3 billion.)

(3) Defense as a component of GNP comprises government purchases of goods and services for the military
services, federal f;overnment expenditures on atomic energy development, and outlays on space research and technology.
Defense excludeq‘ stockpiling activities and net military grants for foreign military assistance. (The federal government
purchases of goads and services for national defense, excluding purchases by NASA, for the United States are $75.4
billion.)

(4) Other for the USSR include: expenditures on civil space programs, inventory change, administration, net
exports, and a statistical discrepancy. Acministration includes expenditures on civilian internal security, general agricul-
tural programs, public organizations, government administration, and social welfare. Other for the United States includes
administration, net exports and military assistance, change in inventories and stockpiles, and a statistical discrepancy.
Administration is the residual left after all current expenditures for national defense, health, education, and all capital
expenditures areisubtracted from goverr ment.purchases of goods and services. (There is no equivalent category for the
unadjusted data;for the United States.)
