The items indicated by asterisks on the accompanying

list of bloc military equipment are those which we

believe have been retzined feor use solely by the Soviet
forces im Cuba, None of these items has been seen in
Cuban hands, even though the Castro regime has made a
point te show the Cuban people a great many other items

of military equipment which the USSR has sent to Cuba,
Also, the items marked by asterisks have been seen in

Cuba only in encampments which we believe to be Soviet,

The items not asterisked are used primarily by Cuban
forces, Soviet troops, hovwever, may have retained enmall
mnbers of these {tems for thelr own use, For example,
thirty 57mm AAA guns, fourteen 57mm AT guns, and thirty-
8ix SU-100 assault guns have besn identified at the principal
Seviet encampments In Cuba,

The only Soviet military equipment in Cuba which wae
believe to be "in reserve” is that used to equilp Soviet
tactical units there, The remaining Soviet military
equipment has been used to train and to eqguip the Cuban
army and militia,

There are no reports of heavier pleces of military
equipment, such as artillery eor tanks, being shipped from
Cuba, and it 1s unilkely that equipment of this nature
tould be introduced govertly into another country. It is
axtremely difficult, however, to determine that no small
&rms have ever been sent to subverszives elsewhere in Latin
Mmerica from Cuba, especially in view of the fact that the
(uban small erms arsenal is of mixed origin, including
many US weapons., Nevertheless, there are no confirmed reports
:zacing arms found elsewhere in Latin America to Casatro's
