lime. The kilns burn continuously. The stone qunrrips are neorby and have only about
five or six air hammers. One rower houses was built in 1911 and the second was built
in 1615. These power houses supply electricity to Knjrlo'mc and all the towns along
the Kupa River up to Rubnjarci. A brick factory employing about 100 pecple is

located at 390 - 519. :
