They were 30 to 35 meters in length, powered by dlesel
motorss; Numerous exerclses were teking place. Throughout the month of June heavy

2, | three or four large warships were lying off
Swinoujscle (Swinemuende). Some of these vegsels earried two, and some three small
funnels, All were closely escorted and surrounded by speedboats end destroyers.
