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3. There were no difficulties in the field of motor vehicle batteries
which were delivered by the nationalized storage battery plant in
Oberschoeneweide. Truck batteries of model 12 V/94 A.p.h., 12 V/122 A.p.h.,
12 V/135 A.p.h. and 12 ¥/162 A.p.h, were,howsver, in short supply.
In the first quarter of 1954, the Oberschoeneweide plant delivered
6 ¥/135 A.p.h. batteries instead of the 12 V/122 A.p.h. batteries
ordered. Generally, these batteries were only delivered to the USSR
for installetion in ZIS trucks. % ' '

Gasoline allocations were fmadequate, All agencies requiring gasoline tried
to get imereased gasoline allocations because of the new production orders
assimed to them by goveramesnt agencies, or because of the requirements of
the "Hew Course", Large nationalized enterprices such as the firms

of Bleichert, Montan, and ZKB-Metallurgie, were allocated from

5,000 %o 12,000 liters of gasclinc per mcnth. The fuel situation
