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1. The Cominform has stepped-up its clendestine activiiies within Yugoslavia
during recent weeks. This activity takes form in the spreading of propaganda
and the organization of various cells.

2. Tllegal propaganda leaflets are found daily in the factories at Celje and
Maribor. The folilowing is the content of one such Cominform ieaflet:

"Because of the bloody terror of Tito's group, the duties of the
majurity of the KPJ members become very difficult and compliceted
gince the leading party circles are carrying on a policy of
treason to the very end. Tito's faction is beroming more ruthlese.

The mightiest weapon in the fight against this treason among the
leaders, is the profound studying of Marx, Engels, Lenin and
Stalin on the part of the XPJ members. Subversive, uncompromising
and aggressive application of this learning can be carried into -
practice only under a strong determination to fight this cleverly
masked policy of traitors which must be exposed at every step, at
every occasion, and every day. ) <

"Because of this, the first and basic order to all members of the
KPJ is as follows: do everything in your power so that the greatest
mrber possible of Communists receives and reads the articles which
ideologically unmask the treason of Tito's group in matters of all
conorete problems.

"It is evident that very little can be done without a successful
solution of the problem of procuring, mltiplying and spreading

of this reading material. That is why members of the KPJ mast
display great initative and resourcefulness in this regard as

they have done before under illegal circumstances in pre-war
Yugoslavia and in the hour of the national struggle for iiberation.
In this new struggle the word "material" assumes the sane im-
portance it had before. Material? again beiomes a precious means

- (weapon) because it 1s rare (there is not much of it). We have to

do ou?r utmost to provide more ’material’.

"Our work, however, should be easier in this respect than hefore.
Now we have more paper, more radios, more mimeographs and more 4.
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pecple who can and wish to write. The only thing uscassary is or-
ganization. All that is necessary is a copy of the Informbire
organ “For Permanent Peace and Peoples Dﬁnocriqy% an  isuue of

natio m, ot Cetera, and members of the Ve hed access

"Even if Rankovic's gang succeeds in temporarily preventing the pro.
curement of printed matter, they camot prevent the people from
listening to radio troadcasts irom Moscow and other peoples
democracies, which continuously transmit large numbers of ideological
texts. Remember the following radio transmissions schedule for
Tugoslavia (the Yugosiav hour ): .

Meanwhile, within Pito's Communist Party it becomea increasingly clear that
the break with the Cominform is definite and final. Boris Kraigher is re-
ported to believae that the cells have now been rurged of all “undesirabla
Cominform elementgn, The slogons of the Party line ag given for use at mass
meetings read as followss

"It should be explained to the Slovene people in carefully wﬁrded
terms that the days are #one when the Komintern (Cominforn) had a
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monopoly over the Comamunist parties and when overnight they would
disaclve the central committees and replace them according to

their choice. The Communiat Party of Yugoslavia 18 not an accomplice
whathsr it be in Indonesic or in sowe other colony where colonisi
methods are used. Gone are the days of intermational sclidarity

of the proletarians, gone are the days of the leading role of the
Bolshevik party of the Soviet Undon, becauss something new has baso
born, 1.e. Tito's faction which will take over the leadirng role in
the world's workers movement. The Bolshevik party together with
other Communist parties in Bulgarie, Yungary, Rumania, Czechoslovakia,
Poland and Albania has taken on the imperialistic line, aiming to
enslave Yugoslavia and to deprive her of her indepandence. We are
not White Russia or the Ukraine to be treated in this way.%

Kraigher is reported to have also stated that ", .meanwhile, while we shed .
blood Dimitrov, Rakosi, Gottwald, Thoresz, Togliatti and many others sst

on the other side of the Urals, enjoying themselves while they waitsd for
Soviet tanks to carry them to authority. We have won back our territory
with cur own hands, which is something they cannot claim for themselves ~
and for which they envy us. We know that the Cominform clique offers our
true Yugoslave abroad momey, women and other mesns to lure these true
Party followers of ocursto sign with the GCominform."

Kraigher expreases himself in a complately different tone with reference
to the Western Powers and says that, according to Djilas, Yugoslavia will
“enter into close commercial ties with the ¥West, because only in that way
can the Five-Year Plan bes realized. These commercial ties w11l be of an
eccnomic nature only and will contritute towards carrying out in Tugoslavia
& soclalist economic order,

Confusion is evident in the Yugoaslav Communiet Party: For example, in-
structions were issued forbidding "resctionary" celebration of Christwas 3

no trees wers to be cut or sold, and at first, the holiday was not to be
celebrated; the workday schedule was to be lengthened by the udarnik method
(shock work) and sectional meetings were to be called. Then an order
appeared for a Christmas day celebration which would honor "Dedek Mraz®
(Grandfather Frost) which the Soviet Union has been celsbrating for the

past ten years. "Grendfather Frost" was intended to replace the"superstiitions
of the Catholic church", Food rations were to be increased for this holiday
and every effort was to be made to achieve a great public response. When
Christmas day arrived, however, it was discovered by the authorities that
great numbers of Christmas trees eppeared on the markete and ruch enthusiasm
wae noticed on the part of the people, so much so that the amthoritise were
fearful that the Catholics would teke advantage of the holiday to celebrate
according to their custom. They conseguently issued an order once more
calling for as little activity as possible during the holiday.

In the political field, the Yugoslav Communist is never quite sure whether
or not he should sing the praises of "the great Stalin" or to complain about
the injustices done to his comrades by Tito's Yugoslavs. The Yugoslav not
on an officlal lsvel can be sure only of criticizing the satellites

and of permitting only the leaders to criticize the Soviets.

New court trials were held as & result of certain persons receiving tha
Matjazev Glas from abroad. Pavla De Comelli, a clerk at the uimisiry for
Public Works was sentenced to 12 years at hard labor; Josa Komljanec and
Ojster Janko received similar sentences. A Dr. Bartol received five years
at hard labor. New trials are being prepared for the Lajovic group and the
Iiberal Party supporteres in Ljubljana, on charges of spreading snti-Communist
propaganda and having illegal radic, transmitters in their possessgion.
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
