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L. The 1949 fall mareuvers of the Rumanian Ary were corducted in two phases. and
lasted from 15 August to 20 September 19L9.

Pirst Haneuver: Fhase.

2. The first phase of the maneuvers, lasting from 15 dugust to 15 vestember 19L9,
consisted of a number of demonstration exercises at battalion, regimental and
division level. The prypose of these exercises was to familiarize the iroops
with the new Yoviet corbat doctrines.

3. The rmaneuver area was bounded by the line Fagaras (R 35/R 80)-Halmeag (R 35/5 00)=
Comana (2 36/S 00) - Homorod (R 36/S 12) ~ Palos (R 36/S 03) - Apold (R 36/R 72) -

Altira (1 36/ k1) - Nocrich (R 35/R 41).

L. The planning, conduct and supervision of the fleld exercises were performed by
the Army Training Center, the headquarters of which was located in Cincul Yare:
(R 36/t 71). Elements of the training center were stationed in Fagaras. The
director headquarters for the maneuvers was headed by lientenant General licolae
Carbres, whow as alded by Colonel Visan, (fnu), functioninp as chief of staff.

6. Tho demonstrations included the tactical movemonts of infantry battalione and regi-

rontg in the offensive and the defensive, and the advance of troops under heavy

artiliory fire, with all infantry components of the two divisions participating in

25X1 the latter exercise. The demcunstrations were held in the 22-square kilometer

trainine ares of the Army Training Center. north of Cincul Yare. The demonstrations
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that followed included an attack asgainst prerared defensive pesitiens, conducted
Ly the 2nd Mountain Div and the infantry division from Yocsani in the area west
of .Cincul Kare; a meeting engagement involving an infantry division; and a
stream—~crossing exercise at division level, held on the Olt River ecast of Fagaras.
The latter exercise was atiended by about 200 officers whe were subsequently de-
tached to the U.5.S.i. for further military training.

Second Maneuver Phase.

7. The second phase of the maneuvers, lasting from 20 to 28 September 1949, included
two army corps. The blue corps, simulating the enemy, was retrezting from the
aoutheast to the northwest from the Targu Wures (R 36/R 66% arsa. Facing
toward the southeast, it occupled three successive def=nsive positions, the Tirst
along the Wiraiu diver and the valley of the Tarnava ¥ica River, the second along
the Mures hiver and the third along the Komloda “iver. The corps was attacked by
the red corps, starting from a position southwest of Targu “ures. The rmaneuver
ended when both corps reached the Komloda River,

8. The mareuver was directed by Lieulensnt General Alexandry @avrilescy, compmanding

9. The blue corps was made up of the Rumanian Mountain Eorps with the 1st Mountain
Div from Targu Mures and the Zrd Yountain Div from Brasov. The red corps consisted
of an army corps of three infantry divisions, of which only the infantry division
from Focsani was known. In additica, a small number of tank troops and some air-
craft participated in the nsneuver. The bulk of the tank units involved in the
exercise were only simulated. 'They did not exceed brigade level. All units en-
gaged in the maneuvers had arrived by rail. No new Soviet materiel was obsarve. with
the troopsa. :

10.. lhe final critique was held in the theater auditorium of Targu Mures. It was
attended by all regular and reserve officers down to an including captains. A
short review of the maneuver, delivered by Lieutenant Yeneral Alerandru Gavrilescu,
was followed by a five-hour critigue held by Minister of befense Todnaras, who
proved himself to be an expert pensral staff officer.

1. In general, the raneuver was rated a successful performance. The operational
decisions taken by the field commanders of the red and blue corps led to lively
discussions regarding the interpretation of the manual of Corbat Doctrines for
Lpior units,
