Chinese Communis® snthoritics in Wenchou were forsing the residents to hold
large Resist America and AL Koren demcnstrations threc times weekly.

from the Wenchou Garrison Hegiment. On 1 Jums, the 309 Begiment, 103 Division,
arrived at Huangtaso (121-06, 27-59).
