the Baptist church on Tung Hua (i ) Road, Canton, left Canton by train
for Peiping via Hankow under guar f a platoon of Chinese Communist
soldiers.

2. In late July US prisoners in the central part of the Baptist church

compound in the Tung Shan area of Canton were heavily puarded by several
rings of Communist armed guards.
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
