The 'Soviét Fmbassy and the PCI directly provide news to Radio Prague by
means of their own, The Soviet Embassy has powerful stations. The exigte
enes of a radlo atation in the PCI is still confirmed by reliable informe
ants, The PCI also has availsble Communist radlo amateurs, regularly
reglstered or clandestine, who are in a prosition to furnish Prague with
all interesting information,

Professors Gaetano Napolitano, vho was bound to the interssts of ANSA,
opposed and succeed in blocking the projeet for reconstruction of the
Stefand agency uhen it was being taken up in Parliament. The FCI was
the only political force in Italy which had any interest in kesping the
ANSA dl ive, The FCI won with or without the help of Professor Napolitano,
The PCI not only succesded in stopping the rebirth of Stefani which would
have abosrbed ANSA tut elso ersated dhrough ANSA .two new agencies, Radio
Stampa and Telepress. These two agencles today are instruments for normal
and clandestine transmissions for the Commmist cause, and thersfore,
