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1. During the fourth quarter of 1974, 25 sheets were printed in the CIA/DoD Specinl Intelligence
Graphic (SIG) program (DMATC Map Series 1505, 1:250,000). The 1,958 sheets now published in
this series cover sbout 87 percent of the USSR, 81 percent of China, 95 percent of Poland, and 26
pereent of Mongolin, Currently, 71 sheets are in production.
