Moscow of dissidents and other trouble-
makers before the inilux of foreign visi-
tors to the Summer Olympics are quickly

jail or intermal exile say they are plan-
ning to leave the city well before the July
19 opening ceremouy. The others say they
are commg under pressure "mm the au-
thorities to dolikawise.

““When I told him .we diin’t plan to go
anywhere,’”’ Mrs. Vladimov said, *'the su-
perintendent told me: ‘I think it would be-
better for both of you to leave Moscow
