NAT IONWIDE CURFEW. BELGIUM, THE FORMER COLONIAL POWER IN RWANDA,
WILL AIRLIFT MUNITIONS TO KIGAL{
UGANDAN PRESIDENT MUSEVEN! HAS CON
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DISCUSSED THE ATTACK WITH RWANDAN PRESIDENT HABYARIMANA; BOTH WERE
IN NEW YORK AT THE UN AND HAVE REFRAINED FROM INFLAMMATORY RHETORIC.

COMMENT: ALTHOUGH THE EXILES PROBABLY DO NOT HAVE THE TROOPS,
SUPPLIES, OR POPULAR SUPPDRT IN RWANDA TO SUSTAIN THE INVASION, THE
COMBAT-EXPER|IENCED REBELS MAY HAVE SOME SUCCESS UNTIL RWANDAN
NUMERICAL SUPERIORITY CAN ASSERT ITSELF. THE TUTSI ATTACK IS CERTAIN
TO INFLAME LONGSTANDING ETHNIC HATRED IN HUTU-DOMINATED RWANDA.
MUSEVENI'S QUICK REPUDIATION OF THE INVASION AND TALKS WITH
HABYARIMANA MAY HELF REDUCE BILATERAL TENSIONS iF THE REBELS ARE
QUICKLY DEFEATED. MUSEVEN!, THE CURRENT QAU CHAIRMAN, IS SURELY
EMBARRASSED BY THE PARTICIPATION OF HIS ARMY IN THE ATTACK. THE
DOMESTIC STANDING OF BOTH PRESIDENTS IS LIKELY TO SUFFER.
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
