-U Thant Meets With Hanoi Representative in New
Delhi: TUN Secretary General Thant met with the North
Vietnamese consul general in New Delhi on 8 February,
according to press reports. UN spokesmen character-
ized the meeting as "useful" and claimed that Thant
met with the Hanei representative in a personal capa-
city and not as Secretary General. No indication was
given as to the matters discussed.
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Hanoi has maintained a consistent position in
opposition to UN involvement in the Vietnam situa-
‘tion, The North Vietnamese have, however, never
openly criticized Thant personally. They probably
-view any meeting with him as an opportunity to.con-
vey their position on the war and negotiations to
an ‘influential international figure who is on record
in favor of several aspects of their stand, particu-
larly on:the end of the bombing.
