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1. US and UK representatives agree on Nalestine-~-The US delegation to
the joint US-UX talks in London on the Palestine problem have for-
warded to the State Department the text of the agreement reached un-
animously with the British committee. The ngreement, which deals
with both the emigration of European Jews from Europe and the re-
settiement of a “‘considerable mimber”’ in Furope, provides for the
division of Palestine into an Arab province; Jewish province; two dis-
tricts under the ceniral government in Jerusalem; and an uninhabited
area in south Palestine. The plan also provides for a division of powers
between the provinces and the central government. Every effort is to be
made to complete the movement of 100,000 Jews into Palestine within a
year after the movement begins, _

- 2. Obstacles to Anglo-Fgyptian treaty persist--Legation Cairo has been
fiformed that confinued disagreement between UK and Egyptian repre-
‘sentatives over 2 Joint Defense Committee and the Sudan question prob-
ably will prevent final conclusion of the Anglo-Egyptian treaty before the

-’ Peace Conference. The Logation has been reliably informed that, in
deference to Egyptian wishes, the British Governor General of the Sudan
will be transferred to India before negotiations on the Sudan are initiated.

3. British views on Germany--According to Harriman, British officlals
aceept as legal the border changes which the French have made to enlarge
the Saar area, presumably in preparation for its possible inclusion in the
French economy. The changes in effect consolidate the Catholic popula-
tion in 2 compact region, Harriman adds that certain influential eircies
in the UX have advocated the division of Prussia so that the British zone
might contain a similar strong Catholic region which would have 2 *‘siabi-
Uzing’’ effect on German politics. : :

similar to that of former dictator Metaxas under King George. However,
the British feel that, if King George returns to Greece, he will attempt to
broaden the base of his government rather than to support a dictatorial
regime.

IRAN: Soviets rumored concentrating aiong north border--US Ambassador
Allen reports that Soviet troops are rumored to be concentrating along the
Soviet-Azerbaijan border. Allen has received no confirmation of the rumor,
which he regards as an inevitable sequel to the report of British ships in
Iranian waters (see Dally Summary of 22 July, item @),

urdish successes in Azerbaljan--US Military Attache Tehran
reports that the Xurds are progressing successfully in their effort to con-
trol all the Azerbaijan avea claimed by the “‘nascent Xurdish Republic,”
Azerbafjan “‘Democrat’”” morale is reported weakening, and an important
