The broadcast reports a commentary in the 
Hanoi Daily, Nhan Dan; claiming that the sailors 
have "clearly_§€€H_tHe truth" of the Vietnam war 
and the "extremely reactionary and dangerous" 
policy of the US, The Hanoi paper also says that
