Passport/Visa US citizens should make sure their passport will not expire for at least 6 months

Requirements after they enter the country even if they do not intend to stay that long. They
should also make sure they have at least 1 blank page in their passport for any
entry stamp and or visa that will be required. A visa is required. US citizens will need
to get in touch with the country’s embassy or nearest consulate to obtain a visa
prior to visiting the country.

Tipping Guidelines A 10% tip is common at restaurants and bars unless a 10% service charge is already
added. If hiring a taxi for the day, a tip of 300-500 ngultrums is common. It is also
common to tip porters $1-2 (USD) per bag and to tip tour staff $50-80 (USD) at the
end of a tour.
