They
should also make sure they have at least 1 blank page in their passport for any
entry stamp that will be required. A visa is not required as long as you do not stay in
the country more than 181 days.

Generally, counting on one's hands is done in the opposite order as is common in
many Western countries, beginning at the pinky and progressing towards the
thumb.

The exceptions
are in rural parts of Lesotho where it is generally the custom to simply round up the
bill. Tipping taxi drivers 10% is expected.
